Charitable Gifts held in
Trust, Bequest Plans, and
Estate Gifts

The 759 members of the UUA
Legacy Society have each made
a gift through their life estate
to benefit the Association. We
are grateful to all of these
Unitarian Universalists for
their forward-looking gifts.
Each one is a legacy of hope.

The Charitable Gift and Estate
Planning team assisted many
UUs with planned gifts for our
movement this year. For the
fiscal year ending June 30, 2003,
130 individual gifts totaled
$3,725,985. Each of these gifts
will provide important
resources to the UUA and its
member congregations. The
Association received $1,357,278
from the estates of 30 deceased
Unitarian Universalists,
including $130,024 distributed
to UU congregations from gifts
held in trust by the UUA. New
gifts held in trust numbered 47,
totaling $1,198,170, of which
$747,540 is designated for the
future benefit of member con-
gregations. Forty-four new be-
quest plans were completed,
totaling $1,170,538. The
Association’s Campaign for
Unitarian Universalism was
named to benefit from eleven
new planned gifts, adding
$1,266,120 toward the $32 mil-
lion goal.
